Discussion Item received by 4th February ‘ Should the nature and/or timing of the event sued to deliver the AGM be changed’

This item was raised by the very small number of individuals concerned who actually run the regional competitions and most county ones as well. The timing of the competition has become a particular problem wedged in between the Slough Open and Hampshire Open quickly followed by the Eton LPJS. Apart from a succession of weekends spent ‘working’ for these people. the county nature of the competition has meant extra time being spent trying to collate a team when most of the best Cadets/Juniors are away on ‘international duty’. An informal discussion was put to the floor. Maria Davis pointed out that since arriving at 9.45 her son has still not fenced and then asked whether it would be possible to have an individual competition to be run within the team one, but this was considered not possible. A relay competition was suggested but Carl Morris thought that this made the strong teams stronger and the weak teams weaker. It also means that any team suffering an injury cannot go on whereas a conventional competition allows the teams to continue. Kat Ferris expressed concern at the idea of a mixed relay. Milind Pradhan asked if there was any interest in continuing with a county-based competition or whether it should be club based (bearing in mind that the U18’s and U14s are already catered for). An informal show of hands showed more in favor of keeping it county based than not. Ray Stafford thought that representing your county was an important step for young fencers.  Jason Ball asked whether it were to be a club competition whether there could be a way of calculating a county element but it was thought to be too complicated. Rochelle suggested that the region would send out questionnaires to clubs asking for their views and that we would come back with suggestions.

Joan Mason made an appeal for anyone knowing the whereabouts of the Southern Region records going back to 1954 they went missing during the transfer of secretary’s  2 years ago.

Warren Wilkinson thanked the committee for their work.
